How to use this
reading plan.

This reading plan is designed for
simplicity in structure and depth in
prayer. As we read these prayers from
God’s Word, the hope is that it stirs up
the cries in our own hearts to seek the
presence of God in the waiting.

Daily Rbythm

Choose a time and a place to spend time alone with Jesus each day during the reading plan.
Consistency will produce fruit as you carve out time daily to be with the Lord in His Word and to
be filled up by His Spirit.

Reflection and Response

You will use the same questions every day to prompt reflection and allow the Holy Spirit to guide
you in conversation with Him.

Prayer Day

We bookend each week with Psalms that attribute praise to Him to start and end with giving Him
glory. Fridays are designed for you to respond similarly, writing your own prayers of praise down in
reflection of how God has moved in your life each week.

Grace Day

Jot down one characteristic of
God that you observe. Thank Him for who He is.
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4. APPLY— What does that characteristic mean for you personally? How does knowing God is impact your life
today? Invite Him to search your heart. Ask for His help where you have concerns and questions. Open your heart to
however the Spirit might be %pml\mu to you and inviting you into repentance. Ask Him to help you surrender to His will
and way. It always leads to life, peace. and freedom in Him, 'This is the path to worship!
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
